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I just read a book titled The Sisters Grimm, The Fairy-Tale Detectives by Michael

Buckley. The main characters were Sabrina and Daphne Grimm. This story took place in
Ferryport Landing, New York, Sabrina and Daphne's new hometown.

One day orphans Sabrina and Daphne were sent by Ms. Smirt, their caseworker, to live
with their grandmother, Relda Grimm, because their parents mysteriously disappeared. Sabrina
thought that Relda Grimm was not their grandmother.
